Iowa Basic Test Results – At last week’s faculty meeting, the faculty discussed the 
results of the scores.  The summary below indicates when each grade level scored 
above the national norms in each core subject’s composite scores.  
 
X= indicates when each grade scored above the national norms 
 
Composite =   Each core subject is tested and has a different amount of subtests in 
it. You take the total score of each subtest, add it, and divide it by the number of 
subtests. The results become the composite (combined) score.  For example, the 
Reading subtests include vocabulary and comprehension. You combine these sub-
tests scores and then calculate the average. The average is the composite score.  
 
National Norms – All the students across the country who took the test have their 
mean score calculated.  The mean score is the middle score ranking from lowest to 
highest.
